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1 Reason for Change

This CR corresponds to CallNotification enhancements as proposed in OMA-ARC-2015-0010-INP_Call_Control_NetAPI_Changes.

The changes are summarized below:
1) Add more value in Enumeration:CallEvents:
· Block: call was blocked by network
· Forward: called participant forwarded the call successful.
Proposal: Add Block and Forward value in Enumeration:CallEvents. The Block applies to both Call Direction and Call Notification; the Forward applies to Call Notification but not for Call Direction.
Use cases: The application wants to know additionnal information about the call:  

· Call was blocked by the network because the caller id is in the network blacklist of the user (Barring of All Incoming Calls 3GPP TS 24.611, Barring of Incoming Calls - When Roaming 3GPP TS 24.611)
· Call was forwarded by the network (e.g. Communication Forwarding Unconditional 3GPP TS 24.604, Communication Forwarding on not Logged in 3GPP TS 24.604).

2) Add displayAddress in Type: Action.  
The displayAddress to be used in case the action indicates 'Route'. It’s to control the display address for re-routing call. The display address (shown to the participant C when rerouting the call) can be a). Original calling participant (Participant A), b). participant triggered re-routing (participant B), c). any other address.
Proposal: Add displayAddress in Type: Action. 
3) Keypress subscription and notification.
The use case of keypress is to collect DTMF digits in a conference. 

Proposal: Create a subscription to keypress. 

Use Case:  The application subscribes to this events to get the code of the conference from the user before he is allowed to enter or during a conference to allow digits to be entered to request mute or un-mute. 
4) MessageStatus subscription and notification.

Some of applications need to get message status in time. For example, need to do next action once message is played. The application sever need to do polling with a GET method with the current API. 

Proposal: allow messageStatus subscription, like call notification. The application server can subscribe messageStatus notification; the server can send notification once message status meets the subscribed criteria.  
This CR updates a few resource and data structure details based on the understanding of the underlying network’s features.

None of them are related to current CR. Note that AddressPresentation  is a boolean to hide the displayed address and to support anonymous call.
