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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to update QoS RD, requirement  HLF-010, so that, the retieved QoS features available to a user would also contain the associated cost. This would allow the application to present such information (different QoS features and their costs) to the user who would ultimately decide which one of the avialble QoS features he/she would like to opt for. It also allows the server to filter the available QoS features based on the type of service the user is intending to use.
This CR also introduces the following new requirement: HLF-015 and HLF-016.

This is a static list of QoS features which does not depend upon network’s condition.

The pre-defined QoS features are defined by the server. Such pre-defined features have pre-determined QoS feature properties associated with them for particular service usage.
