Current enumeration ProtocolType includes values for TCP, UDP, and SCTP, which are used to indicate which transport protocol will be used for a particular IP flow. Those values are used the most in the implementations and should be sufficient for QoS API. However description part for element “protocolType” from FlowDescription data type is changed to state that if the element is not specified than any protocol on the top of IP can be used.
