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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes resolution for the following Editor’s Note in section 5.2.3.2:

Editor Note: FFS whether value “Removed” should be supported by the API. Not clear what will happen with QoS feature if the IP flow is removed.

Proposed resolution:
It is proposed to keep enumeration value “Removed” to make possible for an application to remove IP flow(s) from the user connection to which a particular QoS feature has been applied.

In addition, the values that can used to specify IP flow(s) status are aligned with the values defined in 3GPP TS 29.214. In this way the same value can be used to control the status of IP flows in both directions (e.g. to enable IP flow in uplink direction and disable in downlink direction).
