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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes changes for data structures for QoS TS in other to make the specifications more flexible and more future proof. At the same time the specifications will be more aligned with 3GPP specifications in terms of QoS handling.
The current version of the specification allows an application to request a certain QoS for a single media type which includes only one IP flow, which in some cases may require multiple QoS requests from the application. 
The proposed changes in the data structures will provide support for:


· Specifying multiple media types within the same request (e.g. audio and video). Same of the types can appear more than once in the request,

· Specifying reservation priority on both: request level, and media type level, 

· Specifying more than one IP flow per media type (e.g. one for RTP and another for RTCP, or could be both for RTP). 

· IP flow status control on both: media type level, and IP flow level.
In addition, it is proposed to use Light-weight Resources for accessing QoS properties individually.

XML schema for QoS shall be updated to reflect data type changes from the TS.
