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1 Reason for Change

Trickle ICE is a new addition to ICE currently under discussion in the IETF.

The idea is that ICE candidates can be sent to the communication partner after sending the offer or answer. This will allow the offer/answer process and the ICE candidate collection to run in parallel, increasing session set-up speed in browser-browser scenarios. 

Trickle ICE is of limited importance if ICE is run between a browser and a gateway that is connected to the public Internet, and useless if the gateway is running ICE lite.

Because of the above, and since the details are still under discussion in IETF, it is proposed to remove ICE lite support from the current version of the API. It may be added to a later version or revision if and when the need arises.

Note that ICE lite support is not part of the GSMA requirements.

This CR also resolves all editor’s notes related to Trickle ICE.
