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1 Reason for Change

The objective of this CR is to re-introduce an appropriate XML error example for aliasLink based on what’s noted in RCC.07.

Background:

In Warsaw meeting CR16 which originally included two error examples, were removed after discussion as the error scenarios deemed as unnecessary (not appropriate).  The Warsaw ARC discussion led to CR16R01 which tried to introduce a general “no feature support” error but after discussion it was again deemed unnecessary as it was not specific to aliasLink and any general HTTP 404 message was the normal behavior for any resource URL which the server does not anything about.
Noted Requirement:

After revisiting RCC.07 and reflecting back on the original spirit of why CR16 introduced such error scenarios as “there is no subscription to send a Report to Chatbot”, it is believed that the TS should provide an error scenario as proposed in this CR (see below).

Here is copy/paste from RCC.07 section 3.6.5.1 Table 54:

	The Alias Function (see section 3.6.5.1.5) processes the request. 

The AF shall perform the action required for the aliasoff Privacy Management Command. In addition, the AF shall send an Alias Link Report as defined in section 3.6.5.1.3 to the Chatbot 

The AF shall send the Privacy Management Response back to the client after receiving the SIP response to the Alias Link Report from the Chatbot Platform. 
	off: the AF is set to not provide aliasing and the link between the old alias and the MSISDN has been sent to the Chatbot Platform 

failure: command could not be completed
