Outline of the flows:

1. A Recipient ARP request the creation of a Contract for a certain userId in ActivationRequested state by using a PUT method on the ARP resource http://{serverRoot}/roamingprovisioning/{apiVersion}/{userId}/roamingContracts /{recipientArpId}
2. The DSP notifies the Donor ARP that its Contract at http://{serverRoot}/roamingprovisioning/{apiVersion}/{userId}/roamingContracts /{donorArpId} has been deactivated as result of  the swap, by using a POST method on the callback URL provided by Donor ARP.
3. The DSP notifies the Recipient ARP that its Contract at http://{serverRoot}/roamingprovisioning/{apiVersion}/{userId}/roamingContracts /{recipientArpId} has been activated as result of  the swap, by using a POST method on the callback URL provided by Recipient ARP in step n.1.
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
