Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to introduce a method allowing the client App to discover the NMS resource tree starting the tree traversal  from the “root” of the tree all the way to the leaf nodes in a one-step at a time fashion. 
This CR along the way, also adds the “path” element to ObjectReference and FolderReference data types (which is retuned as part of the response to a GET {folderId} request) to allow the client to have/display the name of the subfolders of the targeted folder {folderId}  in a single query/GET operation. Otherwise it would take two steps to accomplish this (as noted below): 
1- GET {folderId} for targeted folder returns the contained subfolder Id’s and contained object Id’s 
2- [bookmark: _GoBack]GET {folderId} targeting  the contained subfolder Id’s received in step #1 in order to display the name of the folder (provided in path element of the response)
