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1 Reason for Change

The NMS TS currently contains the phrase

Where the string format of {minDate} and {maxDate} is as defined in xsd:dateTime, except that the timezone MUST be included.
The current version of XML Schema includes a datatype xsd:dateTimeStamp which has the definition

[Definition:]   The dateTimeStamp datatype is ·derived· from dateTime by giving the value required to its explicitTimezone facet. The result is that all values of dateTimeStamp are required to have explicit time zone offsets and the datatype is totally ordered.

Therefore, we can replace the English-language restriction “except that the timezone MUST be included” with a reference to a well-defined datatype including this restriction.

In order to do this, we must update the version of XML Schema we depend on from version 1.0 (2004) to version 1.1 (2012), since xsd:dateTimeStamp is only defined in version 1.1.

The change is limited to updating the references (section 2.1) and the above-mentioned wording (section 5.2.3.1).
If this change is not accepted, the range of this field will remain defined by English text rather than a formal definition.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

3 Impact on Other Specifications

If this CR is agreed and ARC agrees, the author is willing to take an action to raise a CR to update [REST_NetAPI_Common] to use the newer version of the spec.
