Comments from Comverse:
 - why do we need to mention CPM in these examples ?
Reply: It was thought it is nice and ok to do so given the fact that the NMS WID is initiated by RCS requirements with the following short description “Provide the ability for an “authorized” application (on behalf of the RCS User) to manage the RCS user’s messages which are stored in the network message storage”. Having said that, the reason CPM was brought up in this example was due to the usage of a folder name which is CPM generated conversation-ID (“f81d4fae-7dec-11d0-a765-00a0c91e6bf6”) and not a nicely picked user-friendly folder name.
Having said all the above, Ok, I have removed CPM word and made it generic saying system-created folder as opposed to CPM-created folder
- editorial: no need to mention example 1 within example 2, as it doesn’t rely or depend on example 1.
Reply: Ok.
- it would be nice if the introduction to each example will consistently describe the source and the target
Reply: Ok since in some examples we don’t show the paths, the introduction to each example would be different (e.g. cannt mention the folder name asa the paths are not shon in the example)
- the examples should also show a case where only objectId is returned (without the path, which is optional)
Reply: Ok. Done in example 6.15.5.1

Comments from MetaSwitch:	
6.15.5.2.2 Folder move response: – I don’t think the child objects old001 and old002 should be mentioned in the response; they haven’t changed at all. It's an unnecessary recursive traversal for the server, and a large amount of unnecessary data the client has to accept.
Reply: Ok.
