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Reason for Change
[bookmark: _GoBack]The objective of this CR is to enhance the search mechanism in order to enable search based on folder name both for exact name match as well as keyword/substring match. Currently, the TS does not provide a way for the client app to search for folders with the exact matching name or containing a given a keyword/substring. 
This CR adds an attribute called “Name” to the folder attributes listed in Appendix J which would allow the existing search mechanism to be able to search for folders with a given name (i.e. usage of SearchFieldEnum “Attribute” ) as well as folders with names containing a given substring (i.e. usage of reserved keyword “AllSearchableText”).

ARC would need to discuss the following:
· Inclusion of “Name” as a Folder attribute (in other to enable search based on folder name) would be in addition to the existing Folder Name element in the Folder data structure (which enables setting folder name upon folder creation and folder rename using  alight-weight resource). Is this Ok?
· So, far the TS has taken the approach that attributes are immutable and hence not visible by a resource to be manipulated. Even though still the addition of “Name” to the folder attribute list does not provide any direct access to the attributes (no such resource as attributes in the resource tree) change of the folder name using the folder Name parameter may be view as an indirect way of changing the attribute. Is that bad?
· If ever in future the TS enables attribute value changes for all attributes through a new attribute resource, then for folder name, there would be two different ways of manipulating folder names (through the new attribute resource and through the existing light weight resource). Is this bad? Would this mean we would need to deprecate the folder name light-weight resource?
