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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to provide resolution for the following FFS:
FFS if we need a subscription cancel notification
The TS currently supports both subscription to notifications as well as update to a given subscription {subscriptionId} for the purpose of renewing the subscription through the “duration” element.
Given the fact that, the client has to renew the duration before subscription expiry in order to keep the notifications flow  alive, then the worst case scenario is as follows:
Before the renewal request (i.e. POST subscription update) takes place, for some reason the server removes the subscription without client’s knowledge and hence the client is sitting in the dark for some time and potentially missing some NMS events which took place in between the time when the subscription was abnormally removed (prior to expiry) by the server and the time when the client issues a subscription update request.
Given the fact that, the TS already supports notification sync operation upon subscription creation, then the abnormal situation stated above (i.e. removal of subscription prior to expiry time by the server without the client’s knowledge) is appropriately recovered from. Here is the sequence of events:
1. Server removes subscription prior to expiry time without the client’s knowledge
2. Client before the end of subscription expiry (i.e. duration) issues a POST /…/{subscriptionId} (NmsNotificationSubscriptionUpdate)
3. Server replies with HTTP 404 as {subscriptionId} is no longer valid
4. Client creates a new subscription by issuing a POST /…/subscriptions and in the body of the POST provides client’s last-known highestmodseq value
5. Server resumes notifications flow, reporting all the events (starting from after the one is marked with highestmodseq) the client had missed due to the abnormal removal of the old subscription and also any new events taking place in NMS. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]As a result, the subscription cancel notification is really not necessary and becomes redundant. It is recommended to remove the FFS without introducing any new subscription cancel notification.
