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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to introduce the bulk upload functionality.
There is a need to allow the user of a cloud/network message storage (through its client application) to perform a  bulk upload and (perhaps initially after signing up for NMS service with the operator) store the messages he/she may have saved on his/her device’s local storage into the network message storage.
This CR in short enables bulk upload as follows:
· A new resource called bulkUpload is added to the resource tree
· POST to bulkUpload  contains the existing ObjectList data type
· Response to POST to bulkUpload  is a 204 (No Content) in order to report the status of every object uploaded and also handle partial error cases, etc. in a reasonable way.
· Actual responses to the individual objects in the bulk upload are provided through notifications which are contained in the notificationsList (existing)
· A new notification type (choice) is added to handle the failure cases (objects failed to be uploaded)
This CR with minimal changes to the NMS API and with the re-usage of the existing NMS API features enables the bulkUpload functionaliy.
This CR also may be used as a model for bulk operations in other APIs and ARC may consider such a model to be added to the Guidelines API.
