Comment: In some places the element name for an item of type FooList is fooList, and in others it is foos:

· Object.attributeList, Object.flagList, Folder.attributeList, ChangedObject.flagList, and all root elements

· Folder.subFolders, Folder.objects, ReferenceList.folders, ReferenceList.objects

Also TargetSourceRef.sourceRef fits neither pattern.

This is unpleasantly inconsistent.

Proposed Change: Two options, for discussion:

· Change all, including root elements, to use the plural form, e.g., Object.attributes, Object.flags, Folder.attributes, ChangedObject.flags, TargetSourceRef.sourceRefs. We prefer this alternative.
· Change all to use the List form, e.g., Folder.subFolderList, Folder.objectList , ReferenceList.folderList, ReferenceList.objectList, TargetSourceRef.sourceRefList.
	Status: OPEN


This CR proposes to change the names of elements which have a List type (e.g., Object.attributeList) to use the plural name (e.g., Object.attributes) rather than the List name. This is consistent with, e.g., the Presence API.

It does not change the names of the types.

Against the proposal of CONR A85, it does not change the names of the root elements, i.e., objectList, objectReferenceList, flagList, referenceList, folderList, folderReferenceList, nmsSubscriptionList, nmsEventNotificationList, pathList, objectCreationResponseList. Doing so would be confusing, and this was not done in Presence. This CR proposes to resolve A85 without changing these.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This change breaks backward compatibility.
