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1 Reason for Change

The objective of this CR is to enable updates to Twinning elements “notifyPrimaryUserOutOfBand” and “name”.

notifyPrimaryUserOutOfBand parameter was introduced in CR43 and currently the TS does not provide the means for the client to update a Twinning name which is set at activation time. 

Both such parameters should be allowed to be updated as per user’s wish. Hence, this CR enables updates to these user-preference parameters through a new resource called userPreference. 
The client may change either or both parameters (i.e. “notifyPrimaryUserOutOfBand” and “name”) at the same time. Light-Weight resource was not appropriate as it provides access to individual Twinning elements one at a time whereas it is envisioned that the user is presented with a GUI to change any user-defined parameter values (e.g. Twinning name and/or out-of-band notification enablement).

Also, if there are other new twinning elements in the future which would fall in the user-preference categories, this new resource would allow update in a single PUT operation. 
R01: further behavior clarification in s.5.3.2.12.
R02: As per ARC meeting on July 14, I had further email discussions with Ericsson (Vito) and even though CR44R01 examples (as they were) didn’t not violate the PUT principle of complete write and yet in the absence of an optional parameter the server’s default value would be what the server would exhibit, I changed the examples in such a way that the response to PUT is matching the request (i.e. if an optional parameter which has a default value is missing from the request, it is not being sent in the response; even though the server’s behavior would be as per default value of the missing optional parameter).
