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1. Description and Goals

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track operates under the OMA Architecture Group and hence inherits the charter of the group. In this capacity the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track will define and develop the specification for the overall OMA system architecture. The Framework Track will define the architecture and its functional elements based on the requirements provided by the OMA Requirements Group and other relevant OMA groups.

To achieve these goals the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track may propose to the OMA Architecture group to initiate new working groups to address particular technologies/functions based on requirements and use cases. Framework Track may request existing external work groups (e.g., in OASIS or IETF or 3GPP) to provide architecture to solve these requirements, using approved and adopted OMA procedures as appropriate.

The OMA Architecture Group delegates work to the framework track. The results of the framework track are passed back the OMA Architecture Group

2. SCOPE

The scope of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track is the OMA system architecture as a whole, including evolution and maintenance of the system architecture. 

Main objectives and activities within the scope of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track are:

· Define and develop a system architecture that addresses and supports the requirements provided by the OMA requirements group and other relevant OMA groups. The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track may generate its own requirements as a result of the requirements decomposition process. The generated requirements will then be fed back to the OMA Requirements Group
· Define the functional elements of the systems architecture
· Identify the interfaces between the functions within the architecture and formulate the requirements of those. 
· Drive the long-term evolution of the OMA system architecture

· Provide assistance to the OMA Affiliate Integration Group in performing architectural due diligence of affiliates.

· Ensure the OMA system architecture remains consistent over time as new organisations are consolidated and new OMA specification releases are announced.

· Ensure that the OMA system architecture can be used as a basis for end-to-end interoperability testing.
The actual specification work and the evaluation of technologies are outside of the scope of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track except where required for architectural consistency. 

3. Criteria for Success

The success of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track is measured by:
· The availability of a documented OMA System Architecture 

· Ability of the OMA system architecture to meet the goals of OMA and evolve with new user and business requirements.
· Timeliness in identifying and solving architectural problems, conflicts, and challenges.
· Timeliness in integration of already existing input from organisations, as they are consolidated, to ensure an effective and speedy migration path.
4. Duration

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track is an essential part of the OMA Architecture Group working structure and its duration is the same as the duration of the OMA Architecture Group itself or as long as required. The charter of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track is reviewed and updated annually or as required.

5. Schedule and Deliverables

OMA Architecture Specification is maintained for the OMA system architecture. In addition the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track maintains a set of OMA internal guideline documents for the specification working groups. 

6. Resource Requirements

OMA staff assistance is required for arranging meetings and providing OMA members with access to OMA’s internal web sites, FTP sites and mailing lists.  

7. Overlap with External Organisations

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track may interface with external organisations that have technologies which may be referenced by, or have impact on, the OMA system architecture. The specific list of external organisations will be determined as the activity progresses. As external organisations are identified, the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track will handover the coordination and communication to the OMA Architecture Group.

8. Co-ordination with other OMA Activities

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track coordinates with all other OMA specification working groups as their deliverables are based on the OMA Architecture Specification. Additionally, the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track will coordinate with the following OMA activities during the normal course of business:

· The OMA Architecture group 

· The OMA Requirements Group

· The OMA Mobile WebServices Group

· The OMA IOP Group

· The OMA Affiliate Integration Group

· The OMA Marketing Group

· Other Technical working groups 

9. Dependencies on OMA specifications

The deliverables of the OMA Architecture Group Framework Track will be dependent on the use cases and requirements as provided by the OMA Requirements Group. 

10. Meetings and Communication

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track meetings are arranged during the OMA Architecture Group meetings. In addition, teleconference calls will be used as a tool to progress work between regularly scheduled meetings. The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track uses the mailing list, which is archived, for communication. The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track maintains a web page in the OMA web site.

11. Membership

The OMA Architecture Group Framework Track shall be open to all OMA and affiliate members
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
