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1 Overview

This liaison statement is a response to the 3GPP TSG SA Liaison statement on Transfer of API work from 3GPP to OMA. (SP-080186).

2 Proposal

The Open Mobile Alliance would like to thank 3GPP TSG SA for their Liaison Statement on Transfer of API work from 3GPP to OMA. This Liaison response contains answers to the actions raised by 3GPP in their liaison to OMA. OMA is open to continue this dialogue on API activities.
To OMA.

ACTION 1: 3GPP kindly asks OMA to confirm that they are willing to take-over the OSA work and to inform 3GPP TSG CT and SA about the proposed landing-pad before the next CT plenary meeting.

OMA hereby confirms that OMA is willing to take-over the OSA work. OMA would like to inform 3GPP TSG CT and SA that the Landing Pad for OSA/Parlay activities has been assigned to the OMA Architecture working group. OMA will inform TSG CT and SA about all details of the landing pad before the next CT plenary. Further details on the landing pad activities are detailed in response to ACTION 2 below.

ACTION 2: 3GPP requests OMA to comment and indicate their proposals for the items listed above needed to complete the transfer.

1. Confirmation that OMA is happy to receive this work and work on future development of the OSA specifications including the whole scope of the OSA network APIs.

See answer to ACTION 1 above.

2. Agreement on the landing pad arrangements.

The OMA Technical Plenary has assigned the landing pad to the OMA Architecture working group. A new AdHoc WG under OMA Architecture has been created called Parlay Service Access. This group will:

a) Start working in Paris in April 2008. OMA Architecture has as well invited any 3GPP CT5 member to attend this meeting to make the transition as smooth as possible.

b) Define details in how the APIs from 3GPP will be transferred

c) Define details in how the existing requirements and the as of yet unfulfilled requirements in Rel 8 will be transferred and completed
d) Define how the future API work should be organized within OMA 

e) Define how existing APIs can be maintained in existing 3GPP releases.

OMA intends to present this and OMA is open to receive comments and ideas from 3GPP as Liaison Statements. 

3. Maintenance procedures for CT5 documents in existing 3GPP releases. From the 3GPP side we can offer to keep formal ownership of existing documents in 3GPP under CT plenary control with arrangements to allow OMA to generate CRs to update these documents if required (this is similar to the process applied for maintenance of MMS).

OMA believes this is a proper model where issues identified in all existing releases will be fed to CT in the form of CRs via Liaison Statements to be implemented in the maintained releases in 3GPP (Rel 7 and earlier). Consideration and finalisation of existing 3GPP release 8 specifications and maintenance shall also be undertaken.

4. Handling of work already in progress in 3GPP Release 8, which would include commitment from OMA to fulfil any outstanding SA1 requirements if transfer occurs before CT5 have completed them.

It is OMA’s understanding that the Release 8 requirements for OSA can be divided in two categories. Category A consists of Release 8 OSA requirements that have been fulfilled for 100%. Category B consists of Release 8 OSA requirements that have been fulfilled for 0%. OMA commits to start the work in the landing pad based on the existing Rel 8 requirements from 3GPP SA and CT of Category B, i.e. the unfulfilled Release 8 OSA requirements..

5. Handling of OSA requirements that are currently under the responsibility of 3GPP SA1. The 3GPP proposal is to include future OSA requirements in the scope of work to be transferred to OMA.
OMA commits to work in the landing pad based on the existing release 8 requirements from 3GPP SA and CT of Category B. OMA is as well open to receive additional requirements as part of future Liaison Statements from 3GPP to OMA. Future work on APIs and specifications shall follow OMA requirements process.

ACTION 3: 3GPP requests OMA to comment and indicate their proposal about the coordination for the development API for service and network features 3GPP will develop in future releases.

OMA proposes to use the already agreed form of communication using Liaison Statements between 3GPP and OMA for these future additional service and network features in 3GPP needing a Parlay/Parlay X style API.
