6 Detailed Change Proposal

1. Scope
(Informative)

Mobile Broadcast Services provide programs consisting of one or more IP flows to multiple users in multiple regions of multiple networks.  This is accomplished using the facilities of underlying Broadcast Distribution Systems.  The programs may be processed immediately at the receiving terminal device, or may be stored for later processing.  As examples, a program may consist of two IP flows representing the audio and video components of a movie or newscast, or a program may consist of a file containing a download of firmware to update specific mobile devices.  

This document provides use cases to describe the applications of the Mobile Broadcast Services, and requirements derived from those use cases.  The requirements can be considered in three general categories: requirements on Mobile Broadcast Service Applications, requirements on other OMA enablers, and requirements on the underlying Broadcast Distribution System.

The following figure provides a high level abstraction of the Mobile Broadcast Services, giving some example interactions of the various functions.
