The End User subscribed the specific broadcast services provided from the Service Provider using the service guide. But these broadcast services sometimes can be a disturbance for the End User according to End User’s present conditions. For example, the End User is watching a favorite football play which is provided from the Service Provider. Although the End User begins to be provided broadcast service, the first part of the football play is quite boring to the End User. So he/she wants to hold the broadcast services for a while and puts the End User’s current condition as Do Not Disturb (DND) mode not to be disturbed for specified time period. The End User could present his/her conditions as ‘DND’ and avoid the broadcast services during DND mode. During DND mode, the End User may not be charged for the contents provided from the Service Provider. And the End User can also request his/her preferred time to the Service Provider in advance when the End User only want to be provided broadcast services at specified time period. As the End User puts the preferred time of the broadcast services, the End User could be provided broadcast service for specified time period.  Also, the End User may only be charged for the contents to be provided from the Service Provider during the specified time period. 

5.x.x Actors
Service Provider

Provides the mobile broadcast services to the End User. The Service Provider broadcasts the mobile broadcast services and contents according to the End User’s conditions.

End User 
Presents the End User’s conditions and gets the mobile broadcast services provided from the Service Provider according to the End User’s conditions.

The Service Provider provides broadcast services for the classified End Users.

5.x.x Alternative Flow 

Instead of DND mode, the End User puts the applicable time period to be provided broadcast services. The Service Provider broadcasts the service according the End User’s preferred time period.
