The contribution provides a high-level view of how recording and editing selected portions of broadcast content may be done when digital rights management (DRM) allows for such operations.  This framework is to be added to an appropriate section of the Service and Content Protection Technical Specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The following figure shows the framework for controlled recording and editing selected portions of broadcast content.   
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Figure 1 – Proposed Framework for Controlled Recording and Editing 

The method described in the figure is as follows:

1. The client device receives broadcast traffic.

2. While receiving the broadcast traffic, a user of the client device may want to record a part of the broadcast traffic.

3. If the rules in the digital rights management (DRM) associated with the broadcast permit recording parts of the traffic, or if the broadcast traffic is not protected, then the broadcast is recorded.  This may be done, for example, by tagging the portions of the content.

4. Depending on the rules of the DRM, documentation may also be generated, perhaps for billing purposes.  Depending on the rules of the DRM, the client device may contact the Broadcast Application Service provider via the interactive channel to provide the documentation or to obtain additional rights that may be embedded with the recorded portion of the broadcast.
5. Depending on the rules of the DRM associated with the broadcast, or depending on the rules associated with the additional rights associated with the recorded portion of the broadcast, a user of the client device may edit the recorded portion of the broadcast.  Examples of editing operations include adding overlay information and titles, splicing, reordering, and adding effects.
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
