The proposed general architecture for ESG introduces 4 new modules: EIS, SIG, PSIG and ESGPS.  A content provider uses EIS to define events schedule.  The EIS communicates with SIG and PSIG providing both these components with the required information for proper SI and PSI generation. The information generated by SIG and PSIG is delivered to the terminal over the broadcast network by means of dedicated SIP and PSIP protocols. These protocols are defined in [
OMA-BCAST-SIP-doc] and [OMA-BCAST-PSIP-doc] 
respectively.

The terminal, receiveing SI over SIP and PSI over PSIP is able to build an ESG according to the received SI data and switch between brodacasted programs according to the PSI data. Any one-way device is able to receive and display ESG. In addition, a two-way device can benefit from additional data sent over SIP and provides a rich user experience. This data has interactive parts that points to ESGPS and, if activated, will cause a user to interact with ESGPS over ESGP.

A two-way device is also able to access the ESG information purely over the interactive network by means of ESGP utilizing only a small amount of broadcasted SI and PSI data, e.g. a proper ESGPS URL for the visiting broadcasting network. The ESG data provided to the terminal by ESGPS over ESGP can be richer than broadcasted SI and can provide a subscriber with a large number of choices in addition to interactive information. The ESGP is defined in [OMA-BCAST-ESGP-doc]
