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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution contains the overall roaming scenario which the BCAST End User is roaming from one service area, i.e. Home network to the other service area, i.e. Visited network. In roaming case, it’s assumed that there is a business agreement on roaming between Home network and Visited network in advance. This scenario shows that the End User applies roaming services at the Home network before moving to the other network.  
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution shows the roaming scenario when the End User moves to the Visited network.

3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution shows a scenario when the End User applies the roaming service at the home network before he/she moves to the other network.  The End User can catch the signal in the visited network and request the BCAST services which the End User originally has been serviced in the home network. 
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Figure X. Roaming Services

1. The End User applies the roaming services at the home network before he/she moves to the visited network. The exact mechanism to roam from the home network to the visited network is out of BCAST scope. 

2. The End User moves to the visited network and requests BCAST Service or BCAST Service Guide. If the Service Guide which the End User possesses is outdated, the End User will request the latest Service Guide 

3. Before providing BCAST services, BCAST Service Provider of the home network will check the End User’s authorization. If the End User is a suitable subscriber of BCAST Service, the home network authorizes the End User who is also able to get services at the visited network.
4. Service Guide from the visited network will be provided to the End User from either the Broadcast Service Application (BSA) or the Broadcast Service Distribution (BSD).  There will be various Service Guide delivery methods.  
5. After reviewing the Service Guide, the End User requests proper BCAST services to the Broadcast Service Application (BSA) or the Broadcast Service Distribution (BSD). 
6. It is assumed that there is interaction between the entity of Content Creation and the Broadcast Service Application (BSA) to deliver the content which End User has requested. 
7. The requested contents will be provided to the End User from the BSA or the BSD. We suppose that there is the internal communication between visited BSA and visited BSD.
