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1 Reason for Contribution

As discussed in Frankfurt meeting, in OMA-BCAST-0049, basic roaming scenario has been proposed. OMA-BCAST-0049 as an input contribution triggered the discussion of roaming for BCAST services. We continue the discussions on roaming to provide additional roaming cases and to consider the definition of roaming in BCAST. Also we recommend how to and what to include in BCAST AD and what to specify in TS for BCAST services regarding roaming. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The roaming scenarios have been analyzed. 

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Requirements for BCAST roaming

The requirements for roaming already included in BCAST RD can be summarized as follows:

	SD-13 Roaming
	Service Discovery SHALL enable a roaming Terminal to discover and access services from the visited network.

	PROV-10 Roaming 
	It SHALL be possible to permit visiting End-Users to access free services or subscribe to content or services.

	SPCP-19 Roaming
	The service and content protection functions SHALL support End User roaming, i.e. upon roaming to another network, the End User have access services or content local to the serving network.


3.2 Definition of Roaming for BCAST services

Following texts are proposed to be included the definition section of BCAST AD and TS for BCAST Services.

“Broadcasting roaming occurs when a terminal leaves the service area of its home network. The service area of a Broadcast server includes the area within which the Broadcast server can provide Broadcast service for a terminal without contacting other Broadcast servers. The service area of a Broadcast server is not necessarily associated with the service area(s) of the underlying wireless network(s).”
3.3 The scenarios of roaming for BCAST services

Following cases have been identified for BCAST roaming services.

(1) Broadcast services in the Visited Network 

Remarks:

- Pre-paid services and free BCAST services belong to this case.

- Authentication procedures between the Home Network and the Visited Network are required.

- The End User will experience the common billing system. 

(2) Access to Broadcast services of Home Network in the Visited Network

Remarks:

- Both the Home Network and the Visited Network have the capability of BCAST services

- The End User can access to Broadcast services provided in the Home Network when the target terminal is roaming through the interaction channel of Broadcast services of Visited Network

- Service guide or/and contents of Home Network can be provided to the End User in Visited Network. Maybe IP-tunnelling between the Home Network and the Visited Network would be used for service guide and contents transfer.

(3) Service continuity of BCAST services through cellular wireless network

Remarks:

- BCAST services survive roaming from BCAST networks to cellular wireless networks without BCAST services capabilities through unicast packet or circuit services
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5 Recommendation

· The identified scenarios of roaming for broadcast services would be reflected in current AD. We recommend a separate section for BCAST roaming in BCAS AD. The detailed flows for analyzed roaming cases can be found in the subsequent contributions in OMA-BCAST-0096 and OMA-BCAST-0097.
· The further feasible scenarios of BCAST service for roaming terminal would be discussed. 
· The definition of roaming would be reflected in BCAST AD and TS for BCAST services.
· A new TS focusing on BCAST roaming would be considered to fully specify the roaming details for BCAST services.
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
