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1 Reason for Change

There has been discussion but no agreement on Doc 195R4, which proposes SG changes to accommodate the Distribution Window (DW) and Presentation Window (PW) parameters.  Sensing that BCAST members at least agree on the role of DW, we propose a means for moving forward by separating DW discussions from that of PW. Towards that end, this CR proposes text to add Distribution Window to the schedule item for the following reasons:
· For a particular program, the same content may be distributed multiple times, for example real-time broadcast of “Star Trek Episode #1” during various times of a day.. 

· Having multiple distribution windows (for example in a carousel fashion) can help the terminal to receive files reliably.
· The terminal can decide when to commence downloading of non real-time content.
