1 Reason for Change

There has been discussion but lack of agreement on Doc 195R4, which proposes SG changes to accommodate the Distribution Window (DW) and Presentation Window (PW) parameters.  During the BCAST conference call on 22 June, it was agreed that DW and PW are valid concepts pertaining to different business models to be supported by BCAST.  Given this latest group position, this CR proposes text for Distribution Window and Presentation Window in the Service Guide (under Schedule).  The basic changes contained in this CR relative to Doc 195R04 are the explicit indication that the DW and PW represent sub-elements of ContentID, as well as addition of “Id” as an attribute of ContentID, to identify the specific Content fragment referred to by the Schedule fragment.
