5.1 Interaction

In general, the availability of the interaction channel is assumed. However, the interaction channel may be temporarily unavailable, for example due to lack of radio coverage. Further, devices without access to an interaction channel are possible; however, such devices may have limited functionality.

5.1.1 Interactive service and Service Guide retrieval

The interactive service is a Service Guide initiated method for retrieving the Service Guide or part of it, or additional information related the Service Guide or its parts. 
If the Terminal has a capability for interaction it SHALL support http for retrieving information from Extension URL. The Service Guide Fragments include Extension URL containing additional information in an extension fragment. [Reference to the Service Guide TS to be added] (For example, a www page related to the certain content can be reached by following an extension URL in Content fragment)
