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1 Reason for Change

In the current Service Guide TS, the function of the Access fragment is to provide service access (or acquisition) related information to the terminal.  (See the definition given in Sec. 5.2.2.4).  Consequently, and according to the current SG data model, Access fragment has direct linkage only with the Service fragment.  The current definition and data model notation is appropriate when
A. The service contains only a single content item, or multiple content items for which it is unnecessary for these content items to be individually identified or described (for example, an Advertisement service which contains a bundle of (non-descript) advertisement content clips), or
B. The service contains multiple content items for which the corresponding session description information is invariant over time – i.e., the same session description information is applicable over the combined duration of the individual schedule fragments contained within the lifespan of the Access fragment. 
On the other hand, for a broadcast service which contains multiple content items, it is possible that the corresponding session description information varies across schedule fragments.  For example, each weekday Schedule fragment of the “Sprint News Service” may indicate that the presented content consists of a video stream and an (English) audio stream.  However, in the second content item of each weekend’s Schedule fragment of the same service, a Spanish audio stream and a file download session are included in addition to the above media components.  In this case, the Access fragment should also be linked to the Schedule fragment, to represent the time-variant session description information for that service.  From the SG data model perspective, this characteristic should be represented by an additional association between the Access fragment and the Schedule fragment, as shown below.  The required changes to the Access fragment table for this purpose is out of the scope of this CR, but will need to be specified later in a separate CR.
