BAC-MAE work relevant for rich-media interactive service in BCAST is called the Rich-Media Environment work.
Technical Specification has just started.

Some use cases dedicated to mobile TV are described in the RME-RD attached. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Requirements included in this Work focus on:

· Rendering and Presentation of content

· Capability to have a streamable, downloadable and progressive downloadable rich-media enabler.

· Interactivity and updates of content 

· Reliability of the enabler
· Time life of data, data storage management in the enabler
· Management of data by the enabler provided from various bearers

· Behaviour of the client.
· And more

The technology landscape for RME is as follow:

SVGT1.1: SVGT1.1 offers a reduced feature set that does not support audio or video capabilities
Smil + SVGT1.1: Smil offers audio and video capabilities on top of SVGT1.1

SVG Tiny 1.2:  SVGT1.2 is a very powerful format to design animation and rich-media services. 

Macromedia Flash: Flash, is a proprietary format. and Flashlite, is the version of Flash for mobiles, it will be consider as example.  
LASeR (Lightweight Application Scene Representation): A format for rich-media interactive browsing services, defined by ISO/IEC SC29/JTC1 WG11 (MPEG), with specific features such as SVGT1.2 compression, media packaging and multiplexing, precise synchronisation of content, deterministic rendering & behaviour and memory management aimed at the mobile environment 

CDF, microdom and ecmascript: CDF as well as Udom and ecmascript can be used as a complement for SVGT1.2 and LASeR. These technologies could be used to increase the possibilities of manipulation of rich-media content.
