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1 Reason for Change

The Service Guide currently specifies that Program Ratings shall conform to the EIT specification of ETSI EN 300 468.  This document specifies a country-based rating system that is age-based, setting a rating level encoded as 

“minimum age = rating + 3 years”
In the United States, the FCC-mandated rating system for television programs, which is likely to be extended to apply to BCAST material, requires that a program be rated according to whether it contains explicit sex, bad language or excessive violence.  This is a multi-dimensional rating system which is content-based, not age based.  Clearly, it is not possible to map this system to the system of ETSI EN 300 468.  If it desired to field BCAST systems in the United States, it is therefore necessary to replace the current specification by a more appropriate one.  Similar issues may exist in other countries.
Since parental rating systems change from country to country and from time to time, it is desirable for the BCAST standard to provide a generalised and flexible structure that permits a network operator to respond to the regulatory requirements of his own region, and to changes in those requirements over time.  An example of a structure that would provide this flexibility is the MPEG-7 classification scheme table.  Another example is a string whose syntax is determined by means outside the SG.
A similar issue has already arisen in connection with genres.  This proposal defines the parental rating as a string to align the solution with the approach taken on genres, for consistency and ease of implementation.
