1 Reason for Change

In the ADRR Comment ID-049, Qualcomm pointed out to lack of clarity in the current AD description, Sec. 5.2.2 for BCAST-2 and BCAST.  The current description indicates both interfaces include BCAST Service attributes and content attributes.  It is unclear whether the intention is that BCAST-2 carries program service related Service attributes and content attributes whereas BCAST-3 carries provisioning related Service attributes and content attributes?   It is also asked if there is no such distinction, then why is it required to pass the same info across the both interfaces?
This CR proposes clarification for the use of BCAST-2 and BCAST-3 for passing service and content attributes, as proposed resolution for ID-049.
