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1 Reason for Change

The group is currently evaluating whether each SG element should belongs to one of the following categories:

· NM/TM (Network Mandatory/Terminal Mandatory) 
· NO/TM (Network Optional/Terminal Mandatory)
· NO/TO (Network Optional/Terminal Optional)
It is important to set up general guidelines and rules when the group makes decisions. This will avoid unnecessary discussions and make the issues move forward smoothly and consistently.  
It is suggested in this contribution that the following rules should be applied:
· Roaming Requirement: In section 6.2.3 (Service Discovery and Service Guide) of RD requirement, it states in SD-13 Roaming that “Service Discovery SHALL enable a roaming Terminal to discover and access services from the visited network.” This requires the terminal to understand the SG elements to support roaming function.
· Interop between Terminals and Networks: Generally the network may develop the different features and capabilities based on operator’s requirements and the network can also be upgraded gradually. But the terminals should have the major features to be built in from the beginning so that it can interop with different networks even when the networks are upgraded. It is hard and expensive for the operators to recall terminals to upgrade their software.
· Meet RD requirements: RD specifies the high level functional requirement and system overall requirements for Mobile Broadcast Services. The RD requirements must be satisfied when the decisions are made. 
Any features that meet above guidelines and rules shall be set to TM; otherwise, TO can be considered.
