RTP can in general transport any audiovisual data, if an RTP payload format is defined for it. However, the BCAST enabler does not specify media codecs and, consequently, For RTP/UDP/IP transport of continuous media the following RTP payload formats SHALL be supported :RTP payload formats. SHALL not be defined in BCAST-TS-Distribution because BCAST will not define BCAST CODEC . Instead of BCAST-TS Distribution, BCAST Aadaptation specifications Maymay contain specification text on the use of codecs, and associated RTP payload formats, for a CODECuse defined of the BCAST enabler in conjunction with by the relative Standard Organizationrespective BDS.
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
