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1 Reason for Contribution

This document proposes a rotation-based conference call schedule for BCAST (including joint BCAST-DLDRM) in order to “share the pain” among global participants.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The proposal is to emulate the rotating meeting schedule recently agreed by OMA REQ WG, but tailored to accelerate relief especially for the Asian participants, due to the longstanding difficult meeting start times for them.  In addition, 22.00 UTC for last 2 months of winter is proposed to avoid local 6 AM start time for participants in Singapore.
13.00 GMT throughout the summer (6am PDT)

06.00 GMT first 4 months of the winter (6am UK)

22.00 GMT last 2 months of the winter (7am Tokyo)

“Summer” is defined as the time period for which both North America and Europe are on Daylight Saving/Summer time.  “Winter” is defined as the time interval for which when both North America and Europe are on regular time.
