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1 Reason for Change

The Response messages in 5.1 only use “Global Status Code’ to indicate the response status. In Table 1, use integer code to present an error station. But it is too simple to indicate the detail information. For example: ‘Authentication Failed’ indicates the BSM was unable to authenticate the user or the device. The user authentication failed perhaps due to many reasons, such as: the user is not registered, the user doesn’t subscribe the services that he requested, or the user’s account is outdated. These can’t be indicated according to current specification. 

It needs a new field to indicate the additional information for explaining the error code in response messages. 
There is no Table 2 in OMA-TS-BCAST_Services-V1_0-20051121-D.doc. A bug fix is to change ‘Table 2’ to ‘Table 1’.
