Liaison Statement

Dear OMA colleagues,

We thank you for your liaison statement of December the16th in respect of 

· Harmonization of our specifications

· Our request for advice on the co-existence of the OMA BCAST service guide and the DVB IPDC service guide in the same DVB-H multiplex

· Your request for clarification on the scope of the Adaptation Specifications

· Announcement of the OMA observer in the upcoming DVB-CBMS meetings

In this liaison statement, the DVB-CBMS group responses to the request of the OMA BCAST Group 

a) to review the proposal of the OMA BCAST Group to harmonize the usage of the bootstrap descriptors, especially with signalling the Format of the ESG referred to, and to provide feedback 

b) to review the proposal of the OMA BCAST Group for the co-existence of OMA BCAST and IPDC over DVB-H Service Guides in the same channel and to provide feedback

c) to provide a slide set summarizing the comparison of our two specifications with respect to possible harmonization work

Usage of Bootstrap Descriptors

The DVB-CBMS Group supports the intended extension of the ESGProviderDiscovery descriptor to signal the ESG format provided. However the description in section 6.2.5.1.1 seems to be inconsistent with what has been defined in the schema in that section. DVB-CBMS is pleased to offer to extend the ESGProviderDiscriptor in the intended way described in the example of section 6.2.5.1.1 to support a common processing of this descriptor by OMA BCAST and DVB-IPDC compliant terminals. For this purpose we agreed in DVB-CBMS on the following schema definition:

We kindly ask if this fulfils what you require from the ESGProviderDiscovery descriptor.

Beside the extension of the ESGProviderDiscovery descriptor the DVB-CBMS group has identified that the signalled Mime type of the DVBAccessDescriptor should be changed in the OMA  BCAST DVB Adaptation Specification. DVBAccessDescriptors according to the current OMA  BCAST DVB Adaptation Specification would confuse Terminals conform with the existing DVB-IPDC specification as those would interpret DVBAccessDescriptors as descriptions of ESG sessions which conform to DVB-IPDC.

To avoid this confusion we kindly ask to consider the addition of the following paragraph in section 6.2.5.1.2 of the OMA  BCAST DVB Adaptation Specification:

“The ESGAccessDescriptor file is signalled in the FDT by setting the attribute Content-Type=”<mime>”.”

in which <mime> is a registered MIME type which is different from “application/vnd.dvb.ipdcesgaccess”

Co-existence of OMA BCAST and IPDC over DVB-H Service Guides
The DVB-CBMS group has analysed the possible options and came to the following conclusions:

· there should be no issue in the delivery of separate service guides over DVB-H

· there should be no issue if services guides (eg a BCAST one and an IPDC one) are describing and providing access to different services

· further study is required in case same services are described and referred to in the service guides; in case services are set up according to the DVB IPDC specifications, a BCAST SG should refer to them according to these specifications.

Note that last case is very likely to happen if OMA and DVB service guides are used in same multiplex.

Comparison of OMA BCAST and IPDC over DVB-H Service Guides
The DVB-CBMS group has provided a slide set, comparing ESG encapsulation and transport in the OMA and DVB specifications to ease the exchange of views and proposals for harmonization of these specifications.

A separate liaison statement will be provided when the clarification on the qualification requirements for the observer role will be available within DVB.
