6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Proposed text for section “Scope”
1. Scope

The scope of this specification is the Service Guide and Notification functionality of OMA Mobile Broadcast Enabler. Referring to OMA BCAST Architecture, this document normatively specifies the interfaces SG-1, SG-2, SG-4, SG-5 and SG-6 for Service Guide Function and the interfaces NT-1, NT-3, NT-4, NT-5 and NT-6 for Notification Function [BCAST10-Architecture].
Change 2:  Proposed text for section “Introduction”
4. Introduction
The first part of this document specifies the Service Guide Function. Service Guide enables the service and content providers to describe the services and content they make available, or offer for subscription or purchase, as Mobile Broadcast services either over Broadcast Channel or over Interaction Channel. It also enables the way to describe how to access the services.  From the user perspective the Service Guide can be seen as an entry point to discover the currently available or scheduled services and content and to filter those based on their preferences. 
The Service Guide comprises of data model that models the services, schedules, content, related purchase and provisioning data and the access data in terms of Service Guide fragments. Further, this specification defines methods for initial discovery of Service Guide and the declaration of Service Guide fragments through Service Guide Delivery Descriptors that are sent over Service Guide Announcement Channel. The delivery methods are specified for Service Guide fragment delivery over Service Guide Delivery Channel, both over the Broadcast Channel as well as over the Interactive Channel. To manage the Service Guide data, the specification defines update and management methods. Finally, this document specifies the relevant back-end interfaces for Service Guide.
The second part of this document specifies the Notification Function. Notification function can be used to provide information about forthcoming, imminent or immediate events, messages and notifications related to the BCAST system, to all broadcast services, or to a specific broadcast service. The notifications may be targeted to all reachable terminals or users, or specific terminals or users. Notifications are delivered as Notification Messages, which can be delivered over Broadcast Channel or over Interaction Channel. The users are able to subscribe to user-oriented notifications using Notification Request. Notification function may also be applied for use as advertisements or any other predefined use if required.
