The 2nd sentence reads “whereas value 69 will decode as timedrift >= 100” but “E.g 2” uses the value 89. There is no explanation as to why the Device needs to inform any one of the time drift, as to why it is measured in 5 minute increments.

Proposed resolution:

Correct use of 69 or 89. Explain why this action code is needed. It seems the Device should just set its time to what the RI sent.

During off-line discussion, an additional concern came up. That is that the device should not show the “Notify DRM Time drift” message to the user for no good reason. It should only show this when the RI really wants to know this.
This CR adds explanation when and how the time drift is measured and when it is sown to the user for reporting to the RI.
This CR also provides the agreed changes that have been indicated with the comment (in OMA-BCAST-2006-0590R13-Internal-CONRR-for-comments-applying-to-XBS-TS) and corrects another typo (E.g. 2 ( 3).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.2.1.6
Notify DRM time drift
Time drift is expressed in minutes and rounded up to next multiple of 5 minutes. The range is 0..100 minutes, whereas value 89 will decode as timedrift >= 100. Some examples of valid ARC codes are given below:

E.g. 1: Device notifies 4 minute timedrift from newly received DRM time message: action code is 71.

E.g. 2: Device notifies 38 minutes timedrift from newly received DRM time message: action code is 78.

E.g. 3: Device notifies 235 minutes timedrift from newly received DRM time message: action code is 89.

The time drift SHALL be measured by a Device when an Update DRM time message is received by the Device with status ‘Success’ or ‘DeviceTimeError’. The ‘Notify DRM time drift display’ SHALL be available in the Device for the user and SHOULD be shown when an Update DRM time message is received by the Device with status ‘DeviceTimeError’. The latter message may be useful e.g. when checking a customer complaint, or when collecting statistics on time drift. This option should be used with great care since it involves user interaction.
