Service Provisioning Function SHOULD be used for subscribing or unsubscribing Notification Message ove Interaction channel.  If terminal have interaction capability and user want to receive notification message through Interaction channel, user SHOULD subscribe Notification message.
· When Terminal subscribe service-specific notification or notification service, Service Request message (See [BCAST10-Services] section 5.1.5.2) SHALL include ServiceID element and notification attribute under ServiceID element

· When Terminal unsubscribe service-specific notification or notifiction service, Unsubscription message (See [BCAST10-Services] section 5.1.5.4) SHALL include keepSubscription attribute, ServiceID element and notificaiton attribute under ServiceID element.  
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
