How can OCSP response be provisioned, doesn’t it require information from the terminal (e.g. a nonce) ? 393R02 left open. What is general DM server ? – Minjung: Provisioning is only one function of DM. Could replace “general provisioning DM server” by “DM server”. Sungoh: We want a clear description of DM operation. Propose to handle that in joint session in Athens. Minjung: in this case, can you provide a clear question ? – OCSP response message – Minjung: OCSP response does not require a terminal request. Minjung: no objection to postpone. Frank: same. Kennie: should we extend the meeting time for DM issues ?  -------- Final decision: postponed to Athens. 393R02 available for Athens. 393R02 discussed in Athens, also in joint meeting. 0393R03 produced after Athens. No further comments. 0393R03 agreed.
2) OMA-BCAST-2006-0440R01-Mapping-Table-of-Interface-and-TS-Section-Number (Samsung) – waiting for agreement of 0190R07 (190R07 is meanwhile agreed). Postponed in San Diego. 440R01 available for Athens but need some more offline discussion,. R01 noted, waiting for revision.
3) OMA-BCAST-2006-0441R02-Mapping-Table-in-Charging-Section  (Samsung) – 441R01 left open. Action on Uwe to check with charging experts. Dependency on 438R01 wrt OrderOption (may be changed in 438R01). Sent to Uwe and Bosun. Note: General clarification on device ID needed (IMEI, MEID, UDN etc). 441R01 available for Athens but no feedback from Uwe, to be discussed next CC. R02 available for Shenzhen. Handle on Wednesday
4) OMA-BCAST-2006-0719R01-CR_Language_in_MediaObjectSet – postponed and need to discuss with Uwe. Question whether we need language declaration in MediaObjectSet and Description. Add xml:whitespace to Messagebody. R02 tentatively agreed as edited online.
5) OMA-BCAST-2006-0778-CR_Proposed_Resolution_to_SE042 (Qualcomm)- Frank: seems to be a rare case that is optimized here. David: for smartcard profile, MIKEY is used. Maybe better to use a special error code (for the status code). Like a “qualified success”. Document left open, possibly revision expected. 778 Noted. Charles will consider an update.
6) OMA-BCAST-2006-0834-CR_WebShop (Nokia, KPN, Orange)– Lengthy discussion on adding requirement or not. Technical discussion on non-use of PortalURL for Smartcard profile.  Needs to be made consistent. R01 agreed with following changes: remove “Change1” (RD requirement), make purchaseitemID consistent with other specs. R01 expected with those changes.
7) OMA-BCAST-2006-0843-CR_Text_in_SMS_URI_scheme (Ericsson). Change shall to SHALL. noted and waiting for R01.
