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1 Reason for Change

Qualcomm has raised a concern on the proposed specification text regarding media codecs and content formats in the revised MBMS and IPDC over DVB-H adaptation specs, for the generic adaptation mode.  We believe that simply referencing media codecs as defined in either 3GPP MBMS or IPDC specifications for the generic adaptation mode is problematic.  The intent of the generic adaptation mode regarding codecs/formats should be to allow the BCAST Service Application to transmit content to a BCAST terminal, without regard for the underlying BDS technology.  Since BCAST does not natively specify media codecs and content formats, and have decided to reference those specified for MBMS, BCMCS and IPDC over DVB-H, the logical means should be to specify only those codecs which are either mandatory or recommended in, and are mutually compatible across, all three BDS specifications.  Similarly, BCAST should specify only those content formats which are mandatory or recommended in, and common across, all three BDS specifications.

This CR proposes the replacement text for the appropriate sections in the BDS adaptations specs.

The media codecs for generic adaptation to [BCMCS, MBMS, or IPDC over DVB-H] SHALL comprise of the subset of those specified as mandatory in Section 7.5.X and which are compatible, in profiles and levels, with the media codecs specified as mandatory or recommended in both of the other BDS adaptation specifications.

The content formats for generic adaptation to [BCMCS, MBMS, or IPDC over DVB-H] SHALL comprise of the subset of those specified as mandatory in Section 7.5.X and which are common to the formats specified as mandatory or recommended  in both of the other BDS adaptation specifications.
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
