Comment:

Currently, signaling the representation (e.g. UTF-8, UTF-16) used in the XML instances of the service guide is not possible. This will cause problems in multi-language deployments. Furthermore, signaling the version and used XML schema namespace of the Service Guide Fragments is very difficult. This seriously impairs the forward compatibility of the BCAST enabler.

Proposed resolution:

First, specify a default ESGMain fragment which declares aliases for all used XML namespaces. Second, specify an optional ESGMain fragment which may be sent by the network to override the default fragment. Third, define extensibility rules.

Siemens will submit an IC to further elaborate the topic and propose a CR to implements the change.
	Status: CLOSED.

Regarding the proposed resolutions:

First, specify a default ESGMain fragment which declares aliases for all used XML namespaces. 

( Resolution: if each SG fragment is handled as a separate XML document this problem does no longer occur. CR 1080 proposes spec text to clarify this.

Second, specify an optional ESGMain fragment which may be sent by the network to override the default fragment. 

( No action necessary if above resolution is adopted.
Third, define extensibility rules.

( Resolution: Extensibility rules are not restricted to TS SG. A separate CR 1081 is submitted for TS Service to solve this at global level.

5.1.1 Service Guide Structure and Fragmentation

The structure of the Service Guide data model is illustrated in the Figure 1 below. The basic assumption is that the data is represented as XML fragments. Each XML fragment is considered as a separate well-formed XML document [XML]. The XML text declaration MAY be omitted. In such a case, the terminal SHALL assume the following default XML text declaration to ensure well-formedness:

<?xml version="1.1"?> 
The namespaces used in a fragment SHOULD be declared in the fragment according to XML rules [XML]. If no namespace is declared, the terminal SHALL assume that the default namespace of the fragment is “urn:oma:xml:bcast:sg:fragments:1.0”. 
The meaning of the cardinalities shown in the Figure 1 is the following: One instantiation of Fragment A as in Figure 2 references c to d instantiations of Fragment B. If c=d, d is omitted. Thus, if c > 0 and Fragment A exists, at least c instantiation of Fragment B must also exist, but at most d instantiations of Fragment B may exist. Vice versa, one instantiation of Fragment B is referenced by a to b instantiations of Fragment A. If a=b, b is omitted. The arrow connection from Fragment A pointing to Fragment B indicates that Fragment A contains the reference to Fragment B.
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
