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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following consistency review comment:
· Just before BCAST 1.0 first consistency review the support for advertisements was discussed in BCAST. Consequently, there was decision how exactly the advertisements are supported. The conclusion was that ads are just like any instances of auxiliary data. The TS SG was modified and support for generic auxiliary data was added. While nothing is wrong with the Notification spec text as such, any outside reader of BCAST 1.0 specs will need to read the Notification function pretty well to understand that the support for advertisements is actually covered. In our opinion, the support for generic insertion of auxiliary data and advertisements in particular is functionality that should be mentioned in the TS Services redirecting the reader to correct section in TS SG.

Auxiliary data insertion and support for advertisements

The BCAST enabler supports the insertion of auxiliary data within the service in two ways. The first method is based on triggers that are delivered within notification messages. Such triggers can be used to trigger presentation of terminal-resident data or to initiate downloading of data to be presented. Further, a trigger can be targeted to a certain set of terminals by specifying a target profile. This way of inserting auxiliary data can be used to a variety of purposes, including insertion of terminal-resident, personalized advertisements upon trigger. This method auxiliary data insertion, related signaling and message formats are normatively specified in chapter 7 of [BCAST10-SG].
The second method is entirely based on network operation. The network elements that schedule and transmit the service can perform the insertion of auxiliary data as normal content, multiplexed with the service. This method of auxiliary data insertion does not support rendering of terminal-resident auxiliary data nor personalization. The Service Guide data model inherently supports this method of auxiliary data insertion: auxiliary data can be augmented in an existing content or a new ‘Content’ fragment can be instantiated for auxiliary data.
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
