The group has recommended at the San Diego meeting to follow the same baseline as for cellID to implement BDS specifics for Genre.

A related CR, OMA-BCAST-2007-0124, against TS SG implements this recommendation by introducing an optional attribute <type> in the Genre element in TS SG. The default format for the <Genre> element remains a free text string, signalled by the absence of the <type> attribute or the value “0” carried in the <type> attribute. Depending on the BDS, the <type> attribute can be used to signal a different interpretation of the content of the <Genre> element. 

This CR defines a specific interpretation of the content of the <Genre> element for the IPDC over DVB-H BDS. It is based on the ContentCS classification scheme which is used for Genre classification in DVB-IPDC. This specific interpretation is signalled by the value “0” carried in the <type> attribute.

R01 implements the feedback received from the group in San Francisco, in conjunction to OMA-BCAST-2007-0124R01.
R02 implements several requests from BCAST members:

· move the remaining introductory text in the DVB adaptation to TS-SG
As well as some corrections:

· remove the changes pertaining to the Notification message, as it now directly references the SGDD structure.

R03 implements the tentative agreement that DVB-IPDC terminals SHOULD support ‘type’ and ‘href’, instead of SHALL.
