Bootstrap information comprising DM server’s Connectivity information, would be delivered to the terminal. Then, the DM server would deliver to the terminal information for the Terminal Provisioning server such as Session Description, Authentication Information (certificate, OCSP Response) for secure delivery and/or Connectivity as specified in [OMA DM].
5.2.1.3 Initiation of Terminal Provisioning by Smartcard
Terminals with cellular interface and (U)SIM/R-UIM/CSIM that support BCAST and OMA DM [OMA DM] SHALL support bootstrap from the smartcard as specified in [DMBOOT]. In these terminals DM TND Serialization [DMTNDS] SHALL also be supported otherwise.
