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1 Reason for Change

Section 10.1.4 discusses about announcing LTKM streams on SDP. The text fails to mention that SDP announcements are needed only if the LTKM stream is carried over the broadcast channel.

The only LTKMs carried on broadcast are the BCROs (for DRM Profile).

This CR proposes a clarifying statement into the text.

10.1.4  Long-Term Key management Message (LTKM) Stream

This Section describes the description of LTKM stream using SDP. The signaling specified in this sub-section SHALL be used for LTKM streams carried over the broadcast channel (DRM Profile BCROs), and it SHALL NOT be used for LTKMs carried over interactive channel. (DRM Profile ROs and Smartcard Profile LTKMs) 
10.1.4.1  Description
The mime type for long-term key management message (ltkm) streams (e.g. stream carrying rights objects/entitlements) is data/bcast-ltkm.

A key management message stream is signaled in the following way:

m=data <port> UDP bcast-ltkm.

The actual format of the key management message stream is given by the kmstype in the ‘a=fmtp:bcast-ltkm’ line. Every a=fmtp line may contain a parameter streamid which identifies the particular LTKM stream.
MIME type parameters are signalled in the “fmtp:” line. MIME type parameters for LTKM as defined in Table 54 SHALL be supported.
