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1 Reason for Change

The current specification for the <ParentalRating> element is rather loose in the current specification. 
Firstly, terminal must be able to interpret the <ratingSystem> attribute so that they can distinguish between free text ratings, rating systems they support (if any), and rating system they do not support. Otherwise, the end-user (or any functionnality on the terminal that relies on this information) might be given wrong information. Note that supporting the <ratingSystem> attribute does not mean the terminal must support a rating system.
Secondly, should the network provide a parental rating value out of a rating system, obviously it would also have announce the rating system in use so that the terminal can perform a correct interpretation. However nothing is said about this in the current specification.

This Change Request proposes to correct this situation.

In addition to this CR, it would be beneficial to have a list of normative value for know rating systems in order to guaranty unique identification of those.
Changes in R01: corrected a recurring typo. Added a clarification regarding the absence of any parental rating system for the ServiceGuide in the current specification.
