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1 Reason for Change

According to AD and Service spec, there are cases that Pricing Information Response message acts as a response message for service request message. And the flow of the mentioned case looks like this
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Then what is the relationship between the “requestid” parameters of the service request, price information and the following pair of service request messages. It has been defined that requestID of service response message is the identifier for the corresponding service request message. Then what about the “requestid” parameters of the 1st service request and the following price information response message? I think the requestID of price response message should be the identifier for the previous service request message. Then the description of requestID parameter of price information response message in 5.1.5.1.2 should not only be the identifier for the corresponding Pricing Information request message but also for the corresponding service request message.
