· provide our decision how to continue the observer process between our two organizations at OMA side

· inform DVB about the status of BCAST 1.0

· inform DVB of an inconsistency found in one of the parental rating schemes specified in TS 102 474

· ask DVB to receive more information about the Notification Framework 
2 Proposal

Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

we thank you for your liaison statements of 12 December 2007 and 25 February 2008 in which you request to accept DVB observers in OMA BCAST meetings and inform us about the status of your ongoing and upcoming specification development and maintenance activities.

OMA BCAST welcomes the re-instantiation of the observer process. In line with your decision not to designate individuals to this role but that the delegates of the companies in the “observer pool” collectively assume the observer role, to which we agree, OMA BCAST has made the decision to follow the same pattern. We are pleased to announce that Nokia, Nokia Siemens Networks, Samsung, Motorola and Huawei have volunteered to be part of the observer pool at OMA BCAST.

The BCAST 1.0 enabler has been updated during specification maintenance and has been re-published as Candidate Enabler Release. The re-published Enabler Specification can be accessed at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/release_program/bcast_v1_0.html.
OMA BCAST would like to notify DVB-CBMS that there may be a bug in table B.6 of ETSI TS 102 474. In the definition of rating_type=1 (Japanese Administration Commission of Motion Picture Code of Ethics), the ratings “PG12”, “R-15”, “R-18” and “None” are contained. However, the scheme published on the website of this organization (http://www.eirin.jp/english/008.html) also contains a “G” rating. It is our understanding that this needs to be added to the scheme, and we would like to inform DVB that we will assign this rating class the rating_value 0. We would appreciate if DVB could introduce the same value during the upcoming specification maintenance.
Thank you for informing us about the ongoing and nearly completed technical work items at DVB-CBMS. OMA BCAST kindly requests to receive a copy of the Notification Framework specification at your earliest possible convenience, as we are considering updates to our Notification function as part of the upcoming next release work.

OMA BCAST kindly asks DVB 
· to take notice of our announcement of the observer pool for the upcoming OMA BCAST meetings.
· to check the definition of rating_type=1 for consistency with the original rating scheme published by the Japanese Administration Commission of Motion Picture Code of Ethics and to inform us if and how you are planning to resolve it
· to provide us the specification draft of the Notification Framework specification at your earliest possible convenience.
