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1 Reason for Contribution

An alternative to the proposed acronym change and re-definition of ‘BDS’ (Broadcast Distribution System), given in OMA-BCAST-2008-0105, is shown below. 
2 Summary of Contribution

It is proposed that the acronym ‘BDS’ should not change, by still designating “Broadcast Distribution System” since the ability to deliver broadcast services over a unicast network is well recognized and accommodated in BCAST 1.0 specs already.  Furthermore, BCAST enablers are fundamentally designed for multicast/broadcast delivery of content.  The existence of a unicast network in addition to the broadcast network to support key auxiliary functions (program and service guide fetch, service provisioning, service interaction, LTKM delivery, etc.) is useful but optional.
3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed that ‘BDS’ remain as acronym for “Broadcast Distribution System”, to highlight the principally multicast-based delivery mechanism targeted for the use of BCAST enablers.  However, the definition is modified slightly (as shown by change marks) to indicate the optional existence of a unicast channel (i.e. “interaction network”) as part of the overall BDS.
It is therefore proposed that the revised definition for ‘BDS’, based on the current one given in the AD, be as follows:

A system containing the ability to transmit the same IP flow to multiple Terminal devices simultaneously, as well as possibly delivering that flow to individual device(s) via unicast.   A Broadcast Distribution System (BDS) typically uses techniques that achieve efficient use of radio resources. A BDS consists of Broadcast/Multicast Network functionality up to the IP layer and optional Service Distribution/Adaptation functionality above the IP layer..
4 Intellectual Property Rights
